We expect to provide the same quality racing past participants
have come to expect, but are going to keep things simple regarding trophies and meals.

The resort store has ice available for purchase.
To be aware, cell reception can be spotty in the marina area, but is generally sufficient for texting.

There are also numerous hotels in Ashland available for those choosing that option.

Dry storage for regatta participant’s boats will be available in the parking lot adjacent to the launch
ramp and included free of charge with your camping reservation. Boats on dollies may also be stored
in the grass near the RYC storage shed. Overnight in the water moorage in the marina is subject to
the standard $20 Jackson County Park’s fee. Marina moorage may be reserved at the same time you
reserve a campsite.

Out of State boaters must have an AQUATIC INVASIVE SPECIES (AIS) permit. Click here for more
information and to purchase. 7-day permits are available for $6 and are good for 7 days from the date
of purchase. You must create an account in order to purchase. Plan to purchase your permit no sooner
than July 20t depending on your plans.

Skipper's meeting will be at 11:30 AM Saturday. First start is targeted for 1:00 PM. Target of 3 races
Saturday, and 2 Races Sunday. Dinner will be served at approximately 6:00 PM Saturday, with no host
social starting around 5:00 pm.

Start time for Sunday's races will be based on wind speed and direction, with an "on-call" system to
wait for winds to stabilize. See Sailing Instructions for all race scheduling details.

Awards ceremony to follow at the RYC shed across from the marina as soon as reasonably possible
after racing concludes, potentially 60-90 minutes after.

Prizes awarded will be small mementos of your weekend of sailing. We hope you come for the
competition, great sailing and lasting memories.
